
The annual NEDA/MEDC Advanced Seminar is scheduled for October 18th at the Gateway Park in 
Worcester.  The topic of this Seminar is Tax Credits and Incentives.

Enterprises, Bob Ibanez of the U.S. Department of the Treasury, Eric Darling of Carlisle Tax Credit Advi-
sors and Jon Mahoney, Industrial Director for Life Sciences, Commonwealth of Massachusetts. 

The day’s program will run from 10:00 A.M. to mid-
afternoon.

Undersecretary Robert Coughlin outlined the 
Patrick Administration’s re-alignment of the Ex-
ecutive Office of Housing and Economic Devel-
opment at the MEDC Summer Meeting in 
Brockton on July 11th.  Over thirty economic 
development practitioners from around the 
Commonwealth were in attendance. 

Mr. Coughlin said that the Secretariat is di-
vided into three operating divisions.  He told 
attendees that he is responsible for the Economic 
Development Division, which includes the Mas-
sachusetts Office of Business Development, the 
Office of Travel and Tourism, the Office of 
Small Business Entrepreneurship, the Office of 
International Trade, the Seaport Council, and the 
State Office of Minority Business Assistance. 

The newly appointed Undersecretary, who is 
a former Dedham Selectman and State Repre-
sentative, told the gathering that he, Secretary 
O’Connell and Governor Patrick are trying to 

change the ways that State government and 
Massachusetts industry interact.  He said that the 
Patrick Administration’s goal is to regain the 
100,000 jobs that have been lost recently in the 
Massachusetts economy.  In discussion with in-
dustry leaders, State officials have been told that 
high workforce and utility costs, and excessive 
permitting requirements and regulation, are ob-
stacles to business and job growth. 

Undersecretary Coughlin pointed to the Life 
Science Initiative as a new focal point for stimu-
lating investment and job creation.  He said that 
Governor Patrick would be filing legislation 
within the next week or two to begin this proc-
ess.  The bill will include $500 million in capital 
funds to create a Stem Cell Bank and research 
center at the University of Massachusetts Medi-
cal Center.  (Robert Coughlin has left his posi-
tion as Undersecretary and is now working at the 
Massachusetts Bio-Tech Council).

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Carl Eger, Jr. is the Chairman of the Holyoke Economic Development and Industrial Corpora-
tion (HEDIC) and the Treasurer of the Massachusetts Economic Development Council (MEDC).  He 
has been active with the HEDIC since 1993 and has served two terms as its Chairman.  He was a 
founding member of the MEDC in 1963 and has been its Treasurer since 2004.

He was 
also a staffer at the Woods Hole Oceanographic Institute and was the President and CEO of the 
Chicopee Development Corporation.  In the 1960s, Carl served on the Holyoke Board of Alderman.  
In addition to his government service, Mr. Eger owned and operated the Carl Eger Agency, a real es-
tate brokerage company, and CE Enterprises, a multi-sector real estate development firm. 

Treasurer Eger earned a Bachelor of Science degree and a Master of Public Administration de-
gree from The University of Massachusetts at Amherst.  He also matriculated at the Babson Institute, 
American International College and Holyoke Junior College.  In addition, Carl has earned various 
certifications from National and Regional Councils, and several Colleges and Universities. 

Mr. Eger is a licensed real estate broker and was cited in Who’s Who in Finance and Industry in 
1981, 1982, 1983 and 1984.  He has served as Secretary of the Massachusetts Industrial Development 
Finance Authority, and as a Director of the Private Industry Council of Hampden County. 

Carl and his wife Shirley have resided in Holyoke for many years.  He and Shirley enjoy travel-
ing. Volunteer service and golf are two of Treasurer Eger’s passions.  He has been President of the 
Board of Realtors, Inc., and the Holyoke Rotary Club; and Chairman of the Board of Directors of the 
Connecticut River Watershed Council, and the Chairman of the Board of Governors of Providence 
Hospital.  He plays his golf at the Orchards Golf Club in South Hadley, where the U.S. Women’s 
Open was played in 2005, and serves on the Club’s Board of Governors.

Property owners, developers and industry are faced 
everyday with a series of environmental challenges 
from discovered contamination in soils and ground-
water.  As stakeholders from all sides of a project are 
becoming more aware of potential environmental 
issues and liabilities, it seems greater scrutiny and 
care is being given to soil due diligence.  This 
greater scrutiny is not without reasons. 

You may be aware of certain naturally occurring 
metals in soil (arsenic, beryllium, etc.) that have re-
ceived recent attention from the Massachusetts De-
partment of Environmental Protection (MADEP) 
with respect to reporting exemptions under the Mas-
sachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP).  The next wave 
(but not new) of discussion occurring is related to 
“urban fill”.  If it is not complicated enough to deal 
with the traditional contamination we encounter, 
now there may be a larger push towards more for-
mally addressing past soil filling activities.  Urban 
fill (as the name suggests) is common in urban areas 
but can be present on any given site.  These fill ma-
terials commonly contain items such as coal, coal 
ash, wood, wood ash, slag (byproduct of smelting), 
concrete, brick, asphalt, metal, and glass. 

In many cases, many of these items in urban fill 
don’t contribute to any real environmental concern 
(concrete, brick).  Items such as coal, coal ash, 
wood, wood ash, slag, and asphalt can contribute to 
environmental contaminants in the soil, including 
polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) and heavy 
metals (lead, arsenic).  Depending on the nature of 

the fill, the ash, coal, and asphalt may not even be 
visible (fine particles that are diluted throughout the 
fill). 

As part of routine due diligence, fill materials are 
often tested for these suspected contaminants.  The 
goals of testing are to provide answers to two com-
mon questions, 1) is the urban fill reportable to the 
DEP? and 2) are there cost premiums associated 
with its presence or removal?  It is important also 
not to forget potential solid waste issues which goes 
beyond the MCP. 

Property owners, developers, and Licensed Site 
Professional (LSPs) should take extreme care when 
making these assessments as incorrect interpretations 
related to MCP reporting exemptions is common.  
There is no specific exemption for urban fill, but 
there are exemptions for the presence of asphalt, coal 
ash and wood ash.  In addition, it is important to 
carefully distinguish between urban fill that may 
have been impacted by other reportable contami-
nants. 

We should not lose sight of the fact that even if 
certain constituents in urban fill are exempt from 
MADEP reporting, the urban fill contaminants still 
may pose a potential risk to human health.  A variety 
of regulations, policies, and professional experience 
is necessary to correctly interpret and manage poten-
tial risks associated with urban fill.
